Instructor Notes:
· This class has nothing to do with injection molding.  The intent is to teach the student what robots are, how they move, how they know their location, how they sense parts and how to make them safe.
· I tried to add experiences such as understanding ROI to justify robots and self-assessments to help the student strengthen their professional and social skills as it pertains to selling ideas to their companies.
· Class 5 is about understanding variation (weights of Hershey kisses) and understanding the role of the process as it interacts with people (Read Bead Experiment)
· The book used for this class is ‘Industrial Robotics’ written by Keith Dinwiddie.  I started to alter the presentations to include thoughts that I wanted to add to Keith’s presentations such as video’s.  To save time one might just use Keiths presentations.
· We did tour a company to understand their use of robotics.  Can Am (Menomonie WI) has stated they will give tours if asked.
