Thus, Sunday's presi-
dential election was no more than a
ritual and Thieu, as the only candi-
date his long-coveted majority

One such change would be (o
grant major political elements — like
Veterans and the Buddhists—a great
er voiee i South Vietnam's govern
ment. Another would be to reorganize
the army, re ng it in size and in

With more than one million men
the army constitutes an enormous
drain on the country's econamy Not
only is it costly to support, hut it re-
moves many South Vietnamese from
productive civilian work

Thieu no doubt will be reluctant
to reduce the size of his army. He is
determined to push the war with the
north 1o what he considers a success-
ful conclusion. Moreover, he is con-
fronted with the continuing withdraw-
al of American troops

1t is on the latter issue, American
withdrawal, that Thieu may well find
himself increasingly at odds with
Richard Nixon. As columnist Mary

Making Enemies At State Department

Between President Nixon's prom-
ise o in our foreign
affairs machinery and the implemen-
tation of that promise lies the State
Department It has been called an
“anti-organization,” with 7,000 p
ple, overlapping functions, rigidities
and elaborate defense mechanisms

Part of the problem at State has
stemmed from a gradual erosion of
its responsibilities. The Kissinger
carps — closer to the President —
hurt morale, even though the tiff be-
tween the secretary of Stale and the
President’s foreign policy aide has
been patched up.

But surely part of its problem is
its bulk. When the American embas-
sy in one African nation outnumbers
the colonial adminisfration that ran
the entire country before the British
left, something is wrong. Or when
some 250 of the department's jobs are
pure congressional patronage

William MaComber, deputy un-
dersecrelary for administraton, has
been in front of a reform movement
in the State Department, and there
signs that his persistence is be-
ting in pay off
